I reflected upon the unclear and brutal nature of these 
acts through my alteration of tighter, looser and sometimes erratic 
brushstrokes, influenced by the Impressionist era. These images of 
blurred abuse are eye grabbing, begging the onlooker to study twisted 
limbs, skeletal ribs and bleeding breaths. I hope to bring awareness to 
these unseen cruelty before the next crop arrives.  ​
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
