Sirens are seen as beautiful mermaids until their seductive voice ends up 
being the downfall of all men that seek it out, only to be devoured a moment 
after their eyes witness the beauty of the woman before them. Griffins 
can be seen as loyal creatures but also as ferocious birds that can rip apart 
their pray in one go. And lastly Wendigos are spiritual forest creatures that 
represent selfishness but they also have a hunger for human flesh. ​
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
