My Body of Work is divided into three sections, inspired by a different era
and the aesthetics present at that time.

1950's was an era of great vision, artists and filmmakers had a curiosity of
a world beyond our own, which gave a sense of hope post World War II.

The 1990’s saw great technological progress and a new
digital age, which I reflect on through my influence of 1990's modern
contemporary architecture and the Sci-Fi film genre. The 2070's is my
personal interpretation of what our future may look like, as | create distorted
images and an impulsive painting to depict the unclear knowledge of what
our future may look like.
