And finally, I dedicate my painting to my own 
human spirit, drawing upon the imagery of Botticelli’s ‘Birth of Venus’ and 
the Greek goddess Psyche, who is the physical embodiment of the human 
soul. Together, my collection of works represents a spiritual harmony 
between people and the natural world, and how through nature we can learn
